All functional areas in a business (like marketing, production, human resources, finance, and information
technology) use accounting information in their daily operations. For this reasan, many call accounting
the language’ of business.

MANAGERIAL ACCOUNTING. Analyze and report company

information to business executives to aid in strategic planning; Also called “private” or
‘cost” accounting.

INTERNAL AUDITING. verify effectiveness of an organization's accounting

practices; check for mismanagement, excessive spending, or fraud; svaluate for legal
compliance; improve processes and efficienciss.

GOVERNMENT ACCOUNTING. examine records of government agencies,

Revenue Service (IRS), State Auditor or State Revenue offices, or the Federal Bureau of Investigation
(FBI).
